Work Experience:

Responsibilities: walk dogs, feed animals, clean and groom animals, play with animals, and evaluate animals for further
supervision by medical staff.

Responsibilities: receiving all incoming donations and shelter animals once surrendered, fielding all public and private
interest communications, and directing questions and communications to the correct in house office.
